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n the United States, having good vision is
considered almost a birthright,” says
anesthesiologist Ray Smith, M.A., Ph.D., M.D.,
President of the NSMC Medical Staff. “If you
have a problem seeing, you go to the eye
doctor and have it taken care of immediately.”

Such is not the case in rural El Salvador,
where Dr. Smith and a team of NSMC clinical
and administrative staff members volunteered

at an eye clinic this past February. “Most people in El
Salvador don’t have easy access to an ophthalmologist,
let alone the money to pay for one even if they did,”
says Dr. Smith.

Over a six-day period, the 14-member NSMC
team worked alongside colleagues from across the
United States at a clinic in Santa Ana run by Asociación
Salvadoreña Pro-Salúd Rural Salvadoran Association
for Rural Health (ASAPROSAR). During this short
time period, the team saw over 1,500 patients,
performed 151 eye surgeries and dispensed over 700
pairs of eye glasses. Most of the care was provided
free of charge or at a significantly reduced rate.

Ravaged by years of war, poverty and natural
disasters—a minor earthquake occurred while the
NSMC team was visiting this year—El Salvador has
seen some bad times over the years. But, according
to Dr. Smith, the standard of living seems to be on
the upswing thanks to organizations like ASAPROSAR.

“When we first started going down there, the
facility in Santa Ana had no operating rooms and very
limited equipment,” explains Dr. Smith who has been
volunteering with ASAPROSAR for the past nine
years. “Now there are three operating rooms, recovery
rooms and some modern equipment. They have local
doctors that are now doing upwards of 800 eye cases
a year themselves. It’s very gratifying to see that our
work is contributing to lasting change.”

rom the time a physician in the Emergency
Department (ED) decides to admit a patient to
the time the patient secures a bed on an
inpatient floor, there are 21 discrete steps
involved. Currently, this process takes
between three and three and a half hours at

both Salem and Union hospitals; NSMC’s
institutional goal for 2009 is to cut this time in half.

Part of a broader effort to improve the patient
experience and access to services throughout the
organization, the 90-Minutes-to-Bed Initiative is one
of many inter-connected projects currently underway
at the medical center to streamline patient flow. It
also supports a new policy recently implemented by
the Massachusetts Department of Public Health that
prohibits hospitals from diverting ambulances due
to overcrowding.

Working closely with process improvement
specialists from GE Healthcare Solutions, a
multidisciplinary team comprised of clinical and
administrative staff members from the ED,
Hospitalist Program, Nursing, Case Management
and Information Services are breaking down the
entire ED admission process and examining each 
of the individual components.

“At each step in the process, we are asking 
‘how can we reduce or eliminate wait times?’ and
looking for ways to make lasting, measurable
improvements,” says Barbara Corning-Davis,
Director of Operational Improvement. Teams are
focusing on three critical areas: managing beds;
developing preliminary orders for patients being
admitted; and streamlining the overall admitting
and discharge processes.

“The biggest reason for delays is through put,”
explains Joe Miaskiewicz, M.D., Chief of Hospital
Medicine. “We have to look at both the admission
and discharge processes. If there are no beds
available on the back end, then there is no way to
move patients out of the ED.”

A new automated bed management system 
has been introduced to directly address this issue.
Rolled out this past February, the new system 
gives employees who currently use the Health
Information Management system (HIS) the ability

For Jeanne Nevins, R.N., the gratification also 

comes from connecting with patients in a more personal
manner than is possible in the States. “In El Salvador,
I’m often with the surgical patients throughout the
entire process, start to finish,” says Nevins, a volunteer
for the past eight years. “There’s much more one-on-one
interaction.”

The patients, she adds, couldn’t be more
appreciative. “Some of these patients come in with 
very poor vision and any improvement we can make is

like a miracle. You feel
like you’re really
making an immediate,
positive impact on
their lives.” 

NSMC physicians
have been involved
with ASAPROSAR
since 1999 and staff
members joined the
team in 2002. In
addition to Dr. Smith
and Nevins, this year’s
NSMC team also

to see what beds are available, or are soon to be, at any
given time. This level of information was previously
only available by calling the Admitting Department.

“Providing such a high level of transparency will
allow everyone to plan ahead and use their time more
efficiently,” explains Corning-Davis.

A new preliminary order set developed in the
Computerized Provider Order Management system
(CPOM) is also expected to move patients out of the
ED in a more timely manner. “If a patient in the ED
meets certain criteria, we will now be able to move
them on to an inpatient unit prior to getting a full
workup done,” says Jane Clarke, M.S.N., M.B.A., R.N.,
Patient Care Director, Emergency Services. “Once the
patient is on the floor, the nurses will have enough
information to safely manage their care until the
hospitalist can complete the workup.”

The new OneCall Direct Admission Service,
introduced this February, is also intended to streamline
ED operations. “This service allows physicians to admit
patients directly to Salem or Union hospitals with a
single phone call to the Hospitalist on duty,” says
Dr. Miaskiewicz. “This reduces a lot of back-and-forth
phone calls between the physician and the hospital,
delays in initializing treatment and allows the patient
to bypass the ED entirely.”

“Admitting patients from the ED is a very complex
process, with a lot of variables
and moving parts,” says
Corning-Davis. “But by
gathering information and
removing the obstacles, we
are already finding ways 
to save time.”
